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Installation


Congratulations on your new purchase Please follow the installation instructions carefully.


t


o install the K2 Consultants ARTô text you must have access to either a Macintosh OS or a Windows PC computer and software that downloads Newton packages to the Newton MessagePad (or other Newton Device). Please follow the instructions which came with the software you are using to download these packages.


Each K2 Consultants ARTô text contains one utility package, called smARTbuttons (sbxxx.pkg where xxx = the version number, generally under 200K in size), and a data file (generally several hundred to thousand K in size).  In some cases an additional software package is included.  This file is the content reader application.  All of these files must be installed on you Newton device in order to function properly.


When the smARTbutton application engine is installed, you will be asked whether you want to install smARTbuttons on a backdrop application.  By indicating YES to this question, you will install a RUN button on your Note Pad application.  The use of this button will be explained in the next section.  If you choose not to install the RUN button but wish to do so at a later date, you will need to delete the smARTbutton application from the Extras drawer and reinstall it.  At that time you would answer YES to the installation question.

FOR OPTIMUM PERFORMANCE, install the smARTbuttons package in the Newton’s internal memory and install the book package, or packages, on the Newton’s PCMCIA card.  The easiest way to do this is to take out the memory card and install smARTbuttons first, then replace the card and tell the computer that you wish to save all new information to the card.


�
Purchase of K2 Consultants ARTô text entitles you to install the utilities and book packages on only one Newton MessagePad at a time. Installation of any of the K2 Consultants software packages on more than one Newton at a time constitutes illegal software duplication and is subject to prosecution. One duplicate of the install disk should be made in case the original install disk is damaged or becomes unusable.

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Running LexiDrugs


Once successfully installed, the name and icon Lexidrugs will appear in the Newton’s Extras Drawer. To run Lexidrugs you simply tap on its icon.


�When Lexidrugs is run for the first time, you will be presented with the information for the first drug in the database.  On subsequent runs, you will see the information that you last viewed before you close the application.


When you run LexiDrugs, you will note that there are two distinct regions in the main view.


The top portion of the application view is called smARTbuttons - it consists of two rows with lots of buttons in it.


The remaining portion of the application view is called smARTcanvas - it provides the area to display the primary information for LexiDrugs, ie. the drug information in an appropriate format.


�A header bar is present at the top of each page of the application.  This header bar is part of the ARTô smARTbutton utility and will be explained in more detail later in this text.
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smARTcanvas


This is the main part of the application where the information is displayed.  In case of LexiDrugs, there are two ways in which this information is presented.


Running Text view


smARTtabs view (or Zoom Window)


To switch between the alternate views, you tap on the table of contents button as shown below or on the title line that shows the name of the drug.


In order to close the application, you can tap the button on the lower right hand corner of the application that looks like an X (().


Running Text view


�In this view the information is presented in a typical book like format.  The text alternates between the section names (usually in bold, but it may have alternate formats) and paragraphs.  Occasionally, there may be graphics embedded in the text as well.  To browse the individual pages, you need to use the scrolling arrows described below


Browsing individual pages


�.


To view page after page of text in an ART Text, simply tap on the up and down arrow buttons on the Newton’s main button bar (or in the case of the eMate, the up and down arrow keys).


Each time you tap on the up-arrow you will move backward one page in the text.  Similarly, when you tap on the down-arrow you will advance one page in the reference book.


Note


Turning pages work in many instances.  Informational boxes will often have more than one page associated with them.  The up and down arrow keys move from page to page in these examples as well.


(


In case of LexiDrugs the button marked as Table of Contents in the above figure actually activates the smARTtabs view (or deactivates it if you are already in that view).





smARTtabs view


�This is a view that separates the running text into distinct pieces of information found by tabbing the button that corresponds to the text.  This is very useful in LexiDrugs, as the information is divided in distinct sections such as Use, Brand Names, Contraindications, etc.  This view helps you to locate the needed information quickly and effortlessly.


The information visible in this view can also be scrolled up and down using the scroll arrows as explained above.


Other features


This section identifies other features of smARTcanvas for LexiDrugs that can be activated by various buttons at the bottom of the application view.


Hide-an-App (Iconification)	





Hide-an-App is a new feature in ART Texts.  It allows for iconification (shrinking) of an ART Text to move it out of the way.  When you tap on the Hide-an-App button, the application becomes a small icon on the screen.  You can move the icon around the screen by tap-holding (until you hear a chirp) and dragging the icon.  


To restore the application to its original size, simply tap the iconified (shrunken) version.


Two examples of iconified Lexi-Comp Drug Information Handbook – Note the small “Lexi” icon in the top corner and bottom menu bar.

Note


This button also allows you to “drag” the application on the screen.  It is possible only when you have selected the size of the application to be smaller than the screen size via Preferences.


�
SmARTnotes 


�This feature allows you to write a notation about a specific drug or topic in an ART Text.  The subsequent text is saved on the Note Pad but is accessible from the ART application whenever you go to that same section.


To create a smARTnote tap the Note button on the ART Application’s lower button bar.  This will create a new note which can be viewed either in the Note Pad or associated with the text. 





You should know that each note which is created as a smARTnote has the name of the page or drug from which you created it.  This means that if you created notes about “metoprolol,” there will be  a note on the NotePad with the title “metoprolol”.  You can go into the NotePad and edit the note there.  The next time you open up metoprolol entry in the drug database, what ever you updated will be viewable there.


Example of making a note on the drug “metoprolol”.  Tapping on the small cursive “a” button causes a note to be formed about the topic in question.  Writing in this slip provides a place for text to be stored about the topic for later reference.  The notes are stored on the NotePad of your Newton device.  If you edit the note in the NotePad, the changes are found in the application as well.


Add-a-Drug


LexiDrugs allows you to add personalized drugs.  For example, if a new drug comes out before the next update of the product, you can add the information to the database yourself.  Your drugs are then searchable as easily as any other indexed item in the database.


Example of adding a drug “Rambocillin”.  Tapping on “New” brings up the new drug slip.  Add the name of the drug you wish using any means of text entry then tap “OK”.  You are then given a blank drug profile to fill in for your new drug.  You can enter anything you wish, even use Graffiti to enter your text.  Your new drug is now located in the “Personalized Drug” area on any indexed search slip.

Tables 


Certain drugs have tabular information associated with it.  If this is the case, then you will see a button marked as table on the bottom row of the smARTcanvas.  If you tap on the button, then you will be presented with the table associated with that drug.  If there is more than one table, then tapping on the table button will show you a pop-up of as many items as there are tables.  You can select the table you want to see by tapping on the appropriate item on the pop-up.


For further information on how the table is displayed, see Appendix A for information on table navigation tool by K2.


Setting Preferences


This is accomplished by tapping on the information button on the lower left corner of the smARTcanvas (“i” button).  You will see an item called “Prefs”.  When you select it you will be presented with the preferences selection view.


There are several preferences which can be set on this slip including:


Width


Height


Font


Font Size


Line Spacing


Notes Folder





We recommend that you keep the font set to Espy as that is the best font for screen display on a Newton device, however, you can set it to any font installed on your Newton.


The Notes Folder preference is used to determine where LexiDrugs stores your notes on database and personalized drugs.  This can be set to any existing folder on your Newton Device.  We recommend that you create a folder on the Note Pad called “Drugs” or something similar and set your LexiDrug’s preference to this folder.  This way all of your drug notes will be in one place, out of the way of your unrelated notes.





Copying, Printing, etc.


The icon next to the close button (looks like an envelope) allows you to perform additional actions to the data being shown.  If you are in the smARTtabs view, you will see an option to Copy the current data to notes.  This option is only available from the smARTtabs view.  You may copy a subheading for any drug to the Note Pad for other uses – such as inclution in an electronic patient medical record.


You may also see options to Print or Fax the information.  This option will allow you to either print or fax the structured information about the drug currently selected.  This works via the standard Newton routing routines.  Please see your users manual for more information concerning printing and faxing information.


So far, we looked at the specifics of smARTcanvas interface that is available at any time while running LexiDrugs.  Now we will explain the features of smARTbuttons that will help you to navigate or locate the needed drug information efficiently.
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smARTbuttons


The very top of this header bar is made up of several “smart” buttons that you may define to launch any books or applications present on your Newton.  The number of available buttons varies with the orientation of the application on your machine as well as the selected application window size (set in the application preferences).


�To define any of these smart buttons:


Place your MessagePad stylus on the button you wish to define and hold it down for three seconds or more.


You will then hear a beep or chirp sound and you will be presented with a button assignment window.


�The top line in that window is “Application”.  Place your stylus on the word “Application” and hold it down. After a second, you will be presented with a list of the books and applications available on your Newton. Tap on the one you want that smart button to launch.


In that window the bottom line is “Button Name,” where you write in the three or four letter abbreviation of the book or application you want that button to launch when the button is tapped.


NOTE


If you define a smart button for an application other than a K2 reference book, when you tap on the button to launch that other application, the K2 reference book will close completely. The smart buttons function is provided to you as a convenience so that you may easily and quickly switch between numerous K2 Consultants reference books.


�
The second row of buttons on the smARTbutton bar consists of 4 buttons and the Title Bar.  In order of appearance from right to left, the buttons have the following functions:





Button 1: Alternative Index Search


�


��In many ARTô texts there will be more than one index.  These indices are typically a main keyword index, such as generic drug name, and an alternate index such as drug classification.  If there is more than one index in your text this button will activate searches from it. 


�Tapping on this and any other indexed search button causes a pop-up window to appear with the indexed terms listed in alphabetic (and numerical) order.  An on-screen keyboard is also presented.  To search the index simply tap in the first few letters of the index term for which you are looking.   This method of searching is called a search-from-thousands search or an Indexed Search.  Using an indexed search you can typically find virtually any indexed term in less than 4 taps of the pen.  Simply tap on the term you want and you will immediately jump to the first page of the section in which the term is mentioned.  If, when you tap a letter on the keyboard, you hear the Newton’s beep sound, there are no references that match the sequence of letters you are spelling. Use the delete key on the keyboard or tap on the button with the wavy line and begin your search again. 


In the case of a multi-level index term (a term that references more than one area) a second level pop-up will present you with the choices.  For example, if the term you are looking for is penicillin, the indexed term may point you to several articles about penicillin.  A diamond next to the index term in the indexed search window indicates there is a second level term available to view.

�


Button 2: History Search


All ARTô texts provide a history of your previous pages you visited.  These can be found by tapping on the History search button (back-and-forth arrow button).  The ART engine will remember the last 22 pages you visited.  To go to a previously viewed page tap the page you desire. This history function resets each time you close one text to open another, or if you launch another Newton application.





Button 3: Main Index Search





This button provides access to the main index in all ART Texts.  Its function is exactly identical to the Alternate Index button discussed above.





Button 4: A-to-Z Search





�





In some older ART texts you can search through the main index by way of an alphabetical listing of all terms in the main index presented by letter.  Tapping on the A-to-Z button presents a menu of the alphabet.  You then select the letter of interest and subsequently select the indexed term to view.  In the case of a multi-level index (a term that references more than one area) a second level pop-up will present you with the choices. 


Tap on the first letter of the topic you wish to find and you will be presented with the list of topics that begin with that letter.


��





If [--Next--] appears at the bottom of the topic list, then there are more topics to be listed than will fit on the Newton screen. Tap on the word “Next” to move to the next screen of topics.


Similarly, if [--Previous--] appears at the top of the list of topics you can tap on it and move back to the previous list of topics.


When you find the topic you want, simply tap on the name and you will jump immediately to the first page of that section.





Additional uses of smARTbuttons


SmARTbuttons has additional utility.  If the Note Pad application is the backdrop application, smARTbuttons installs a “Run” button on the command bar.  This button functions similarly to the assignable buttons on the application.  This button differs in that it provides you with a menu of applications in the Extras drawer.  This is programmable by the user by tapping and holding the Run button for three seconds.  A menu will be presented to you to select which (if any) applications you wish to appear on the Run Menu.  Checking off the various apps desired will cause them to be presented when you tap on the Run button during normal use.  This can be a very useful utility.   
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Using LexiDrugs


Details about the effective usage of Lexidrugs.


How to get to the desired information


When looking up a drug, you may decide to look up a specific brand name or a generic name.  This is easily done by using the Keyword Search (See Main Index Search button in the smARTbuttons chapter).  So if you want to search a drug by the brand name of Vascor, you will tap on the Main Index Search button.  It will display an Incremental Search window as shown before.  Once you start typing the characters for the drugname, ie. V, followed by A, followed by S.. you will see the name list adjusting itself to find a drug name that matches your input.  In this case it will bring you close to Vascor.  Once you can see the name Vascor, which you are interested in, you just need to tap the word and the display in the smARTcanvas will be adjusted to present the information related to Vascor.


A word about searching for information(


When searching a large database of information there are several ways to go about looking for the content of interest.  The first one what comes to mind is usually a free-text search – where you tell the computer exactly what text you are looking for – from a few characters to entire sentences.  This type of searching is also called a text-string search.  While text-string searches are possible using most ART applications, they tend to be extremely slow (on any computer for that matter).   The computer must look at every single character string in the document to compare it to the string in question.  


This would be analogous to searching MEDLINE or NEXIS for a single string of words.  When using professional databases such as MEDLINE and NEXIS, the use of a controlled vocabulary, or indexed vocabulary is generally faster and more efficient.  In the case of ARTô applications, K2 has adopted this philosophy and created a method to search large texts and databases using a sophisticated indexed search engine (the heart of Advanced Reference Technology).  These indices allow for searching on items at speeds that that can not be accomplished using a text-string search.  We will now illustrate how to use all types of searches in ARTô texts (including the text-string search).  


Other Searches


You can also perform a free text search (also called a text-string search).  Tap on the FIND button on the main menu bar of the Newton and enter the text you are seeking.  You will be presented with a list of found items.  Tap on the item of interest and you will be brought to the page on which it is found.





NOTE:


Free text searches typically can take from several seconds to several minutes to complete - even on MessagePad 2000.  This is a normal behavior.


Effective Navigation


((


Other than using the Index search, you can use the Alternate Index search (see smARTbuttons) that provides drug classification by Therapeutic Categories.  Thus if you want to search for Barbiturates, you should tap the Alternate Index Search button on the smARTbuttons (second row from top, the first button on left).  You will see a incremental search view that lists all therapeutic categories by alphabetical order.  To search Barbiturates, you will type B, followed by a, followed by r, etc.  You should see the term Barbiturates on the list.  Once you tap on it, you will be presented with a list of drugs that match this classification.  By selecting one item in the list (say Amobarbital), the smARTcanvas display will show you the information about Amobarbital.


If you want to check out other Barbiturates in the list, you don’t have to repeat the whole process.  You can tap on the Black Header bar in the center of the second row of smARTbuttons, and the same pop-up list will be displayed again.


When you are switching between multiple drugs frequently, you can use History button (second button from left on the second row of smARTbuttons) to access the drugs that you have been viewing.  This cuts down the time required to locate the desired drug considerably.


Multiple Database Support





Another new ART feature is support for multiple databases within an application class.  For example, if you have LexiDrugs, there are various databases that run from the same engine:


Adult Internal Medicine


Pediatric Medicine


Geriatric Medicine





�Depending upon what databases you have installed on the system, you will see this selection while locating information via Main Index or Alternate Index button.  The application will automatically identify the databases available and show you when you type the Title of the Incremental Search View.


To search a different database, use any indexed search button and select the database of choice from the index search keyboard pop-up.  At the top of the pop-up the name of the database will appear with a diamond next to it indicating the presence of additional sources of information (i.e.: additional databases). This is the same location as where you select to see your own personal drugs.
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Troubleshooting


Searching for information in one of K2 Consultants' ARTô texts is fast, flexible and easy. You can search through topic lists or let the Newton do the searching for you. You can move manually, page-by-page through the reference book and you can scroll in all directions on important tables. The K2 Consultants ARTô texts are designed to give you fast, trouble free access to thousands of pages of critical information.


However, as with all technology you should be aware of a few caveats.


Problem


I can’t seem to get a smARTbutton assigned to an application


Solution


Tap on the key you want and HOLD it down for >3 seconds.  This will bring up the menu option to select an application to assign to the button


Problem


Application tells me that there is not enough memory to perform the task requested and then tells me to restart my machine.


Solution


This usually indicates that your Newton device has run out of system heap memory.  This is a symptom of having too many applications on your Newton device.   You will likely need to restart the Newton to continue work.  There are several solutions:


Delete all unnecessary applications (games, utilities and the like) in order to lower the system heap requirement


Obtain a package freezing application such as StandAlone Software’s Package Freeze Utility and freeze all non-essential applications.  


�



NOTE


K2’s smARTbutton Engine does not support Frozen Applications to launch them.   In order to use a frozen application with smARTButtons, please un-freeze the application in the Extras drawer prior to using that application with smARTbuttons.





Problem


I don’t want to see the RUN button on my Note Pad


Solution


Delete your copy of smARTbuttons from your Newton and re-install it.  When asked if you wish to have smARTbuttons installed as a backdrop application, indicate NO.


Problem


I can’t see frozen applications in the smARTbutton menu selection 


Solution


At this time smARTbuttons does not support launching frozen applications.  Later versions may perform this function.


Problem


My table navigator does not show buttons in the standard position.


Solution


There is a known incompatibility with the table navigator and older versions of Griffith’s Five-Minute Clinical Consult purchased before March 1997.  This problem has been solved.  To obtain a new copy of FMCC please contact K2 Consultants directly for further information at K2@skyscape.com.  





Appendix


A


ART features


This appendix gives you information about features found in most ART based application by K2.  A specific feature may not be available in certain applications if it is deemed to be not useful in those applications.


Information Header





The titles, which are white letters reversed out of a black bar, indicate the book you are currently in and the section you are currently viewing. The Information Header can also be used to review multiple topics discovered using the index search function.    


Table of contents


Most ART texts have a table of contents which you can view using a browsing tool.  Tapping the Overview button activates this tool.   The button us usually located near the Up and Down arrow buttons on the silk screened button bar at the bottom of you Newton device.  In the case of an eMate, there is an overview key on the keyboard.  Generally the table of contents tool provides a chapter level table of contents.  Tapping on the item takes you to the first page in that chapter.  In the case of an ART text, which is more of a database type application (such as a drug database), no table of contents is offered (as the main index is essentially the table of contents).





The Table Tool


Many ART texts have imbedded tables that accompany the text to clarify or illustrate points about the text.  These tables are accessed using a special table navigation tool.  When reading a specific text, tables are indicated in one of two ways: 1) by hypertext links in the body of the text – usually denoted by underlined text 2) by the appearance of a table button on the screen (this is in the case of a database type ART application such as a drug database).  


Regardless of how you activate the table in question, when the table is presented, you have a new set of navigation tools to  use to navigate the table.  There are several buttons on the main button bar of a table.  


The information button


Under the “i” button there are three options.  


About this table – provides information concerning this specific table (if available)


About K2 Table – credits for the table viewer application


Preferences – presents a menu to choose which column and rows are to be viewed.  You can select a combination of rows and columns to get a customized view of the data in question





The navigation buttons


Tapping on its icon on the command bar activates the four-directional navigation button.  This brings up a floating, movable navigation tool to move around a table (if it is larger than the area of the screen.  It can be toggled off and on by tapping on the icon on the command bar.  You can move it by tapping on the middle of the tool (when displayed) and dragging it anywhere on the screen.





�


The movements of the navigation tool can be duplicated by tapping on the right and left buttons and the up and down buttons on the main command bar.


Special Table Notes


If there are any special notes about a table they can be viewed by tapping on the Notes button.





Special Table Views


You can selectively view rows and columns in an ART table in two ways.  


To view a row at a time in overview fashion, tap on the left most cell in a specific row.  You will be given an overview of the entire row.





To select a combination of rows or to hide rows or columns, tap on the top most cell of a column or use the preference menu.  You will be presented with a list of rows and columns to view.  Checking of f the ones of interest will cause them to be presented.


To exit a table, tap on the close box in the lower right hand corner of the window.


Guideline Navigation in ART Texts


In many texts there are guidelines and flow charts which are available.  These guidelines and flowcharts are accessed in much the same way as tables (either by hypertext links or by specific references).  The Guideline navigator tool activates in a similar fashion to that of the table navigator.  


When viewing a guideline, a series of boxes is presented.  Those boxes, which have diamonds after the text, indicate branch points, or logic points.  Tapping on the diamond will present a series of choices (usually yes or no) which when tapped enter a different branch in the logic of the flowchart or guideline.


You can view an overview of the guideline by tapping on the overview button on the Newton main control bar. 


In addition, you can tap on a Pencil Icon to see special notes about a particular step in a guideline.








�
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You can quit a guideline by tapping on the close box in the lower right hand corner. 





Special Features found in various ART Texts


Intra-Chapter Browsers





Some ART Texts have special ways to navigate through an individual chapter.  Because most of the Table of Contents for ART Texts is only at the chapter level, the intra-chapter browser lets the user navigate the contents of the major headings of a specific chapter of an ART text.  The intra-chapter browser is an expandable outline that is accessed by tapping on the chapter name in the smARTbutton area.


You can then expand, contract and jump to individual areas within the chapter by tapping on the heading of interest.


Current ART Texts that support intra-chapter browsers include:

The Practical Guide to the Medical Patient, by Ferri (Mosby-Year Book)


Example of a conventional table of contents an intra-chapter browser in Ferri.





SmARTtabs view (Zoom Window)


In ART Texts which are in the form of databases, such as drug databases and certain textbooks, you can view a subsection of text by way of a Zoom Window.  This is an overview of sorts, which provides the section headings on tabs on the right hand side of the screen.  To open a Zoom Window tap on the title of the Drug or chapter of the book.  Tapping on the tabs brings up the individual section of interest.  For example, if you wanted to quickly jump to the section on pregnancy precautions in a drug database, tapping on the drug name usually brings up the Zoom Window.  After that you tap on the PREG tab to view pregnancy precautions.


For the texts that have them, Zoom Windows are a simple way to navigate through large monographs of similar information. 


Current texts, which support Zoom Windows, are:


Griffith`s Five Minute Clinical Consult


Lexi-Comp’s Drug Information Handbook

SmARTLinks





SmARTLinks consist of application interlinks.  For example, if you owned a copy of Ferri and Archimedes, K2’s calculation engine, and were reading Ferri and ran across an equation, a smARTlink would bring up an equation in Archimedes from data provided by Ferri.  If you were to look in Archimedes for the equation it would not be there – it exists only as a linked equation in Ferri.  


SmARTlinks are embedded in many K2 ART applications.  If we’ve done our job right you won’t even see them as they will feel like the applications all dovetail together.


Some examples of smARTlinks are:





Ferri to Archimedes


DrugPad to the individual patient education and drug-drug interaction books


Lexi-Comp’s DIH to Table Navigator


Ferri to K2’s Cascade Guideline navigator





Interface Notes





In any of the ART Texts that you may have, several interface items may be of interest


If you tap on an area which is generally active (such as a button or a smARTlink text), it will perform the action.  In cases where such an action is not permitted, or there is some missing resource (such as application that it will link to does not exist on the Newton because a card has been removed), then button will “ping” (a sharp sound tone) at you.  If you have turned down the volume of your Newton, then you will not be able to hear the ping.


Buttons on the second row of the smARTbuttons are designed to perform application specific action.  Consequently not all buttons in this row will work the same way in each application.  Some texts do not have alternate indexes for example while others have more than one.


The Overview and UP and DOWN buttons are in different locations on a MessagePad 2000 compared to a MessagePad 130 or eMate.


Not every text has a detailed Table of Contents.  In the case of a drug database, the Table of Contents is not very meaningful.  It is superceded by a better mechanism of organizing it by Therapeutic Index.


SmARTlink between applications generally happen with out additional input from the user.  For example, if you tap on an equation name in Ferri and you have Archimedes installed, your action will activate a smARTlink into Archimedes to evaluate the equation.  You do not need to do anything else to make it work.


When you install smARTbuttons for the first time you will be asked if you want it to be installed as the background application.  If you say “Yes” to this a “RUN” button will be placed on the NOTEPAD application when it is the background application.  The Run button will not appear in any other application.��To remove the RUN button you need to erase and reinstall smARTbuttons, answering “NO” to the question of installing it as the background application.�
